They could have worked for Mu-
nicipalities, the Federal Government, the State Government, such as our Forest Rangers, or private Industry such as
the fire crew at Bath Iron Works.

The funds raised by each name is used to help in the
up keep and maintenance of the Firefighters Memorial in Augusta.
